COGS: c om m unit y c ur rency t o 
speed sust ainable developm ent  
 

COGS, Circle of Gifts, is a complementary currency 
designed to bolster the voluntary, social economy of a 
community. This expansion enables the community to 
better fill its members’  needs when economic factors or 
their situation are against them.  

COGS encourages sustainable, environmentally friendly 
development to create a standard of living rather than 
mass consumption. 

How  do COGS WORK ? 
Each gift one is given is acknowledged with a number of 
COGS points, subtracted from your account and added to 
the account of the giver. In the example below Abe bakes 
bread for BOB who helps CAL with his computer who in 
turn gives ABE a head of cabbage. 

The system always balances at zero, but the activity 
during the period is equivalent to 1.25 COG hours. COGS 
offers a simple, transparent way of keeping tally of 
voluntary activity. Voluntary associations can have their 
own account to keep a tally of member’s time spent.

COGS c an be used in a variet y of  w ays – 
large and sm al l. 
 

·  Therapists swap treatments to try new things 

·  Charities increase their activity levels without 
asking for legal tender donations 

·  Communities cooperate around a kitchen garden 
and use COGS to distribute the harvest 

·  Tenant owner associations keep tally of 
volunteer activity and members'  mutual help to 
reduce reliance on external suppliers 

·  Clubs use COGS to trade items and help 

·  Schools use COGS in teaching 

·  Households share services like washing, 
shopping, food preparation, saving money and 
building social cohesion.  

·  Associations use COGS at conferences.
